NO PURCHASE OR PAYMENT OF ANY KIND IS NECESSARY TO ENTER OR WIN. 
1. Sponsor:  Alcoa Foundation 201 Isabella St., Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania 15212 (“Alcoa” or “Sponsor”).  
2. Eligibility:  The Alcoa 2011 Imagine Your World Art Contest (“Contest”) is open to employees of Alcoa, Inc. and its subsidiaries and affiliates (“Entrants” or “you”) who are over the age of 18 or the age of majority in their jurisdiction of residence at the time of entry and who are parents or legal guardians of any child between the ages of 1 and 17. All Artwork must be original and cannot have been previously published or accepted for publication in any medium, or submitted in any other competition or contest.  Modification of an existing work does not qualify as original. Entrant certifies that the Artwork submission is original and created without any help from an adult.  You must submit the Artwork with a fully-completed entry form (“Entry Form”).  When submitting the Entry Form, you will be required to provide your first and last name, job title, Alcoa Inc. location, Alcoa Inc. business unit, home address, telephone number, email address, name of child who created the Artwork, age of child who created the Artwork (at time of submission), your relationship to child, title or description of the Artwork (in 15 words or less), name of school attended by the child who created the Artwork, the school’s address, the school’s telephone number, the school’s email address, and a school contact.  You must complete all required information and sign the entry form to be eligible to enter.  Incomplete, illegible, corrupted, or untimely entries are void and will be disqualified. No team or group entries will be accepted.  LIMIT ONE ENTRY PER PERSON.  ADDITIONAL ENTRIES WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.  All entries become the property of Alcoa Foundation when submitted and will not be returned to entrant.  Sponsor is not responsible for lost, late, incomplete, damaged, stolen, misdirected, or illegible entries; lost, interrupted, or unavailable network, server, or other connections, telephone transmission problems; or other errors or malfunctions of any kind whether human, mechanical, electronic, or otherwise.  
5. Selection of Winners:  Eight total winning Artwork submissions will be selected from among all eligible entries received.  Of the eight total winners, two winners will be selected from each of these four age groups: (a) Ages 5 and under; (b) Ages 6 through 9; (c) Ages 10 through 13; (d) Ages 14 through 17.  All eligible entries will be categorized by the Alcoa Inc. region in which the Entrant works.  Five “Finalists” will be selected by the Lead Team representative in each Alcoa Inc. region.  A panel of judges convened by Alcoa Foundation will select the winners based on the following criteria: (a) uniqueness and originality of the Artwork; (b) quality and imagination involved in the various elements of the Artwork; and (c) the effectiveness of the message communicated by the Artwork.  All decisions made by panels to determine Finalists and made by the Alcoa Foundation to determine winners are final.  Winners will be announced on July 11, 2011.
· Prizes:  Eight prizes will be awarded. Limit one prize per school. Without limiting the foregoing, Alcoa may publish, display, modify, create derivative works from and reproduce the Artwork in any traditional, electronic, or online media, or any or all content of the Artwork, without name credit to the Entrant or Entrant’s child.  Any attempt to restrict these rights will not be considered.  You warrant and represent that you or your minor child is the copyright owner of the Artwork or have acquired the necessary rights from the copyright owner to grant this assignment of right and that the consent of any other person or entity is not required.  Furthermore, by granting of any of the rights set out above, the rights of any other person or entity are not being violated. Each entrant agrees not to participate in the Contest in any manner that might: (i) infringe any third-party proprietary, intellectual property, industrial property, personal rights or other rights, including without limitation, copyright, trademark, patent, trade secret or confidentiality obligation; or (2) otherwise violate applicable law in any countries in the world.
