Frogs are the most threatened group of ani-
mals on the planet. Nearly one-third of the
world's 6,644 amphibian species are in danger
of extinction and up to 200 species have com-
pletely disappeared in the last 30 years.

So why are frogs so important for our eco -
system. ..Tadpoles keep waterways clean by
feeding on algae. Adult frogs eat large quanti-
ties of insects, including those that can trans-
mit fatal illnesses to humans (i.e. mosquitoes/
malaria).

Frogs also serve as an
important food source
M to a diverse array of
. B predators, including
dragonflies, fish,
Ml snakes, birds, beetles,
and centipedes . Thus,
i the disappearance of
frog populations dis-
turbs an intricate food
web, and results in
negative impacts that
cascade through the
ecosystem.

Most frogs require suit-
able habitat in both the
terrestrial and aquatic

environments, and have permeable skin that
can easily absorb toxic chemicals. These traits
make frogs especially susceptible to environ-
mental disturbances, and thus frogs are con-
sidered accurate indicators of environmental
stress: the health of frogs is thought to be in-
dicative of the health of the biosphere as a
whole.

Slender Tree Frog

Frogs have survived in more or less their cur-
rent form for 250 million years, having sur-
vived countless ice ages, asteroid crashes,
and other environmental disturbances, yet
now one-third of amphibian species are on the
verge of extinction. This should serve as an
alarm call to humans that something is drasti-
cally wrong in the environment.

Frogs produce a wide array of skin secretions,
many of which have significant potential to
