Topic: Mining  

 

 

Background Information: 

Bauxite occurs through a weathering process of granite and laterite over millions of 
years.  In Western Australia, bauxite is formed on the sides of hills starting at a depth 
of approximately 0.5m and reaching an average depth of 4-5m including the caprock.  
Bauxite is also located in other regions of the world.

 Draw a Venn diagram showing similarities and differences between the 
locations.
